1962
The farm was purchased (16 acres) by Rev. David Wilkerson.
Eight students were sent here. This was the 1% Training
Center started by Rev. David Wilkerson.

July 1963
Broke ground for the new Training Center.

1964
Kathryn Kuhiman paid for a dorm that housed 20
students. Library and classrooms built for 60 more students.
Kathryn Kuhlman spoke at the dedication service,

1970
A new dairy farm was built.

1973
Frank Reynolds (TCTC’s 1% director) left Rehrersburg,
and moved to Springfield Missouni, to become
the 1°* National Teen Challenge Representative.

1980
Greenhouse was first started.

1994-1995
Wilkerson Hall was built and appraised for 1.5 million dollars.

Approximately 20,000 people have entered
this program since 1962.

From 1995-2005: 3900+ students
out of 4932 have graduated.

Teen Challenge staff, donors, and students have rallied
around the vision to “Stand Up Together” and have given
of time, talent, and treasure for the work of the ministry.
Collectively we embraced the Apostle Paul's challenge in
Isaiah 50:8. We made dynamic progress, building on our 46
year history as the most successful faith-based drug and
alcohol treatment program, and have taken several strides to
add a disciple-building component. Our goal is to graduate
students that are passionate disciples of Jesus Christ who,
through His power, have conquered addiction.

We were afforded many opportunities to exercise our
faith and spiritual disciplines. We've reduced the sewer debt
by $65,000 and continue to be wise stewards as we
endeavor to pay the
remaining $155,000.
We suspended
operation of the




greenhouses due to the
spike in utilities and other
overhead. We trimmed
our vehicle fleet down by
37% and only retained
roadworthy vehicles.

We opened a Crisis
and Referral Center to get
men off the street and into
the program quickly.

Valley Forge Christian
College-Rehrersburg was
born with studies toward the
completion of an Associates
of Arts degree in Bible.

Again...God was faithful.

The victories are
splendid... from being
able to meet our financial
obligations, to the most
important of all: an average
of 200 students a month,
45 were baptized, 20
received their GED and
245 students graduated!

God has been glorified and we are
honored to be in His service.
